In this process, you will learn how to create a list of references retrieved from the EJC (one of

the many electronic resources available from the library.)

Imagine that you are researchingapaperon® Cur reweé | a@dpment s foryourDat ab a s €
computer science class. You need to find some resources to help you to write you paper. You

may be quoting some of the articles in the paper, and you may want to reference some of these

articles directly in your paper. With this process, you can keep a list of these articles (which you

may subsequently retrieve at any time) and produce a bibliography (which will be formatted

according to APA citation guidelines) in a Word document.

Step 1 Log into RefWorks (see QRC 1.)

Step 2 We will be searching the Electronic Journal Center (EJC) to find articles to help us
with the computer science paper (Note: See QRC 2b to see the same process but with an
EBSCOdatabase.)

Access the EJC database from the Library home page:
(http://www.franklin.edu/go/library), click on Articles & Databases, choose Databases
by Name, then choose EJC from the list of databases.
